McCurdy
serves students from prschool through high schodrheir students come from Espanola and
surrounding communities. Approximately 300 young men and women make up the student
body.

One way for us to be a partner in the McCurdy Misssoto participate in the Education
Label /Redemption Program. In the past two years McCurdy has redeemed three million points
with Campbells labels people have sent them.
